Alphonse Mucha caused a sensation in the poster world with his work, Gismonda.
By looking at his commercial works, and introducing a wide range of pieces, including
posters, packaging, book design, and decorative document collections—and the
practice drawings and sketches he did for these—we can unravel Mucha's unique
design theory, and search for the secrets behind the “Mucha style”
